
USJ.R GONFERS HANOB'S CAUSA
ON CARDINAL JOSE SANCHEZ

Other significant celebrations timed for
the coming of the Holy Father in Manila
passed almostunnoticed, overshadowed by
the magnitude of the 10th World Youth Day.
This year marked the 4th Centenary of the
elevation of Manila to an Archdiocese and
the establishment of the Dioceses of Cebu in
the Visayas, Caceres in Bicol and Nueva
Segovia inllocos Sur (1595-1995). For these
ecdesiastical territories, 400 years of exist-
ene is a cause of pride and jubilation. For
the whole Filipino nation as well!

It was in this context of grateful eelebra-
tion that University of San ]ose-Recoletos,
joining Archdioese of Cebu's jubilee, did
its little but meaningfirl contribution. It
conferred the Degree of Doctor in Humane
Letters, Honoris Causa on His Eminence
]ose T. Cardinal Sanchez last April, 1995.
The fitting venue was USI-R's Center of
Performing drts. The conferment of the
Degree "is a distinct gesture of the univer-
sity to recognize the exemplary lifework of

His Eminence ... in the Teaching, Priestly
and Episcopal Ministries." Honorable DECS
Secretary Ricardo T. Gloria conferred the
Degree. Fr. Emeterio Buffaq OAR, awarded
the diploma and medal. CHED Region 7
Director, Dr. Ma. Lilia Gaduyon imposed
the hoods and caps on the honoree assisted
by Dr. Milagos C. Espina and Dr. Mariano
M. LerirU respective deans of the Graduate
School of Arts and Sciences and the Gradu-
ate School of Business and Management.

A native of Pandary Catanduanes, Card!
nal Sandrez was ordained priest onMay 12,
1946 in Naga City. In 1968, he became
quxiliary bishop of Caceres, then bishop of
Lucena in1976 and in 1982 archbishop of
Nueva Segovia.Inlis ad limina visitin1985,
the Hqly Father asked him to remain in the
Eternal City to work inthe Roman Curia. He
was the first Filipino prelate to work in the
Vatican. He was appointed secretary of the
enormor:s Congregation for the Evangeliza-
tion of Peoples poptrJarly known as the

Cardinal Jose T. Sanchel: In response

Propagation of the Faith onOctober 3Q 1 985.
His office then was a walking distance from
a Recollect house, St. Ildephonse Residence
at Via Sistina. {n 199L, }ohn Paul II made
him a Cardinal and on |uly 1 of the same
year appointed hirn Prefect of the Congre-
gation for the Clergy. tn this capacity, he is
ex-aficio president of the Pontifical Com-
mission for the Preservation of the Artistic
and Historical Patrimony of the Church.

In a recent Vatican interview, Cardinal
Sanchez expresres his fidelity to the teach-
ing duty of the Church. "The bishop," he
says," mr.rst safeguard and tran-smit all that
the Church teaches, the deposit of faith we
have received, and this without changing
any of it." Eminently a teacher, he affirms:
"TheChurch must always be merciful but it
must also teach what fesus Christ himself
wanted it to teach." His motto in his coat of
arms is "Lord teach me to do your will."

+ April 21, 1995: Fr. Cirilo Manzano Durana.
OAR died of cirrhosis in Manila Doctors'
Hospital; he was 66 years old. The first
f ilipino Recollect to depart f rom this world to
the Father, Fr. Cirilo was born in San Jose,
Antique on April 2,1929. He studied philoso-
phy in Puerto Princesa, Palawan, took his
novitiate in Manila and made his religious
profession on 0ctober 3, 1953. Sent to
Marcilla, Navarra, Spain for his theological
studies, he was ordained to the priesthood
by Bishop Arturo Quintanilla on July 12,
1 959.

His assignments: After one year of pasto-
ral theology in Madrid, he returned to the
Philippines.

It is found cuddled between the hills and the scenic Malampaya

Sound overlooking one of the richest fishing grounds in the Philippines
today. Does itsound? MalampayaSound is acalmextensivebaythat
has a fomr of a natural net belonging to the municipality of Taytay in
northern Palawan. In one of the strategic points of the bay thrives a

barrio composedmostly of skilled fishermen. Itis called Liminangcong.
About twenty years ago, the leader of the locality, Mayor Napo-

leon Ordoflez called upon the former Apostolic Vicar of Palawan, Most
Reverend Gregorio Espiga, OAR, D.D., expressing the people's desire
for and need of a school. Immediately, the Bishop with Fr. Federico de

la Rosa, OAR, visited the barrio and met with the people. The fastest Eip
to the place then, as now, was in a pumpboat that took several hours

tbrough a sEetch of unpredictable sea. But it was for the welfre of the
poor people. The barrio folks were to offer a piece of land. Both the

Vicariate and the residents would raise funds to start the building. Msgr.
Espiga talked with the Mother General of the Augustinian Recollect
Sisters in Manila about the project Mother Bibiana Vondiola, AR,
responded favorably and sent several Sisters to make the initial surveys .

The first group consisted of Sor Esperarza Heffler, Sor Consuelo
Dangan and Mo. Eufemia Lauzon (present mother general). The latter
stayed behind while 2 other new Sisters arived already to start and work
for the emollmenl The Sisters' first conventwas aremodelled portion
of an iceplantbuilding. By Aprilof 1972, the schooledificewas shaping

up and by June, classes formally opened. There were 70 enrollees with
3 lay teachers. The fust designated superior of the new community was

Sor Ester Anacleto, AR.
How should the new school be called? Fr. Freddie de la Rosa with

a sense of Palawan's historical growth suggested a name deeply related
to the apostolic labor of the Recollects in this mission area- Fr. Exequiel
Moreno. In the Recollect annals, he was always looked up to as Venerable,
At the same tinre, the Recollect world was then afnzz with the on-going
plocesses leading to tle beatification of this model Recoleto missionary.
After the academic year ope.ned, the school reports carried the letterhead"

Exequiel Moreno High School, Liminangcong, Taytay, Palawan. That was

L972. Tbre* yeus later, in 1975, the school' s nanre painted on a big board

was changed to Blessed Exequiel Moreno. And finally in 1991, beaming
with pride, it was converted to that of Salzf Exequiel Morcno.

The present superior is Sister Nena Labrague, AR, with seven

teachers and apopulation of302 slrdents.St. Ezekiel neverreached this

humble coruer of Palawan. But yes, his Recollectco-missiouaries did reach

out to this fishing village from El Nido, and later from Taytay.

The Saint however is fondly remembered as one of the founders of
Puerto Princesa, the capital, and from here, for having scoured the area

southward to Aborlan for natirre Tagbanuas to bring them to the Faith. He
Iived in Palawan for about a year (1872-1873). He could have stayed

longer. But as if to show solidarity wiih and closeness to the suffering of
the populace, he contracted malaria, the dreaded scourge ofthe frontier
land, and was forced to retum quickly to Manila.

SL Exequlel Moreno Htgh School at Liminangcong,Taytay,
Palawan stands as the first institution in the Philippines named in honor of
tbe Recoleto Saint. It lives on as a remembrance of St. Ezekiel's short but

forceful presence in Palawan, the last missionary bastion of the Recollects

in this archipelago.
